Black woodpecker – At least 3 birds in Kercaszomor, seen or heard at 2 other sites also
Green woodpecker – Common Kercaszomor
Grey-headed woodpecker – Female at Kercaszomor, another heard only
Great-spotted woodpecker - Common
Middle-spotted woodpecker – 2 at Kercaszomor on one day
Lesser-spotted woodpecker – 1 Kercaszomor, plus 2 others heard at other sites
Sand martin – A few at Lake Balaton
Swallow – Migrating parties seen at many sites, most at Lake Balaton
House martin – Mainly at Lake Balaton
Tree pipit – Seen every day at Kercaszomor
Pied wagtail – At airport in Graz
Yellow wagtail – Seen at Lake Balaton (flying over calling)
Wren – Heard at Fire salamander site
Robin – Seen at a few sites
Black redstart – Common Kercaszomor
Stonechat – Male at Kercaszomor
Song thrush – Seen every day Kercaszomor
Mistle thrush – Seen most days Kercaszomor
Blackbird - Common
Blackcap – Seen at a few sites
Sedge warbler (heard only) – Lake Balaton
Reed warbler – 1 Lake Balaton

Chaffinch – A few Kercaszomor
Linnet – 2 Flew over at Kercaszomor
Goldfinch – A few seen at several sites
Greenfinch - Kercaszomor
Serin – 1 at Kercaszomor
Hawfinch – Seen every day Kercaszomor, including a flock of 10
Reed bunting – 2 at Lake Balaton
Yellowhammer – Kercaszomor, a few
